Genetic resources of grapevine in Georgia

Author: N. Chkhartishvili, Academician, Academy of Agricultural Sciences of Georgia

Georgian species of vine are one of the most ancient ones, and Georgia is acknowledged as the
country where the first cultural grapevine forms emerged. In the result of “national selection”, more
than 500 aboriginal species of grapevine have been selected, domesticated and distributed; Also, a direct
predecessor of modern cultural grapevine -vitis vinifera sativa, a wild grapevine - V.Vinifera Silvestris,
(now included in the Red Book) was identified and described together with other 400 wild vines, and also
those which became wild in a course of time. The scientists have also specified some transitional species
which indicates to the process of “transition” from wild grapevine — to cultural species.

Georgian aboriginal vine species, according to their morphological- biological characteristics,
belong to the Black Sea (Convar pontie Negr.) basin, and Georgian (Sub.convar Georgica Negr) region
sub-group. The majority of grapevine species of Western Georgian, and some of Eastern Georgia, such
as: Kachichi, Tsolikouri, Tsitska, Krakhuna, Otskhanuri Sapere, Chkhaveri, Rkatsiteli, Saperavi, and others
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belong to this sub-group. The characteristics typical for those species are: they have a middle-sized grape
clusters which has an abundant number of leaves on the tip of the shoots, and they have double
function. Some grape vine species of Easter Georgia belong to Eastern Asia ecological- geographical zone
group (Convar orientalis Negr.) and Caspian Sea (Sub.convar Caspica Negr) group. For example, Tavkveri
and Shavkapito. Special characteristics of which are: the tips of the shoots are not fully covered with
leaves, the grape clusters are bigger than average size and are quite juicy.

In Georgia, mainly two geographical locations: Kolkheti and Alaznis Veli are identified as the
places of birth of Georgian grapevine species. Georgian species are endemic and are located in historical
places of their ethnical-Geographical places: In Kakheti about 90 species: Rkatsiteli, Mtsvane Kakhuri,
Khikhvi, Kisi, Mtsvivvani, saperavi, and others. In kartli region about 72 species, such as, Chinuri, Goruli
Mtsvane, Gorula Supris, Budeshuri, Shavkapito, Tavkveri, and other. In Imereti region (more than 70
species): Tsokikouri, Tsitska, Krakhuna, Mujuretuli, Tsulukizis Tetra, Kabistoni, and other. In lechxumi
region: Usakhelouri, Orbeluri Ojaleshi, and other. In Guria region (about 60 species): Chxaveri,
aladasturi, Jani, Sxilatubani, Sakmiela, and other. In Achara region (about 50 species): Satsuravi, Brola,
Klarjuli, other. In Samegrelo region (about 60 species): Ojaleshi, chergvali, Pumpula, and other. In
Abkhazia region (about 50 species): Avasitkhva, kachichi and other. In Meskheti (more than 25):
Meskhuri Saperavi, mesxuri Tsxenis dzuzu, Mesxuri Tamaris Vazi, and other species.

Out of 47 breeds of grapevine included in industrial assortment — 38 are Georgian. Out of which:
37 is used for wine; Red-grape — 14; White-grape — 23. Multicolor breeds are: Saperavi, Saperavi
Budeshurisebri, Aleksandrouli, Mujuretuli, Ojaleshi, Chkhaveri, Zelshavi, Kachichi, Satsuravi, and others.

White-grape breeds are: Rkatsiteli, Mtsvane kakhuri, Khikhvi, Kisi, Goruli Mtsvane, Chinuri,
Tsolokauri, Tsitska, others. Georgian selective breeds: Georgian Early, Thilisuri, Rkatsiteli Muskaturi,
Iveria, bestavashvilis Tetra, Daisi, Aguna, Varzia; also phylloxera resistant American hybrids: Rkatsiteli
XRiparia Gluari #14, Rkatsiteli X (Berlanderi X Riparia 420%) #19, shavi Kharistvala X (Berlanderi X Riparia
teleki 8°) bio-type 9.

Particular attention is paid to the renovation and spread of less extended unique vine species,
such as: Mtsvane kakhura, Khikhvi, Kisi, Mtsvivana, Aleksandrouli, Mujuretuli, Usaxelauri, Kraxuna,
Otskhanuri Sapere, Chkhaveri, Ojaleshi, Shavkapito, Kachichi.

In collection plants ( village Jigaura, Mtskheta region) perspective species are identified, such as:
Mtsvivani, Chitistvala, danakharjuli, Mxargrzeli, Jani, Sakmiela, skhilatubani, Pumpula, Brola, and others,
more than 20 breeds.

An extensive interest towards investigation of the gene-fund of Georgian grapevine species has
been revised since the 30s of the last century. Under the supervision of S. Cholokashvili a long-term
action plan has been worked out. On the base of The Research Institute of Viticulture and Wine-making
the first testing plot was developed in Telavi with 600 species, out of which — more than 300 was of
Georgian origin.

In 1947, near Thilisi, in Dighomi Experimental Plot was organized with 1200 grapevine species
(M. Ramishvili), which was later, in 1968 expanded, and was turned into international collection of
breeds with approximately 3000 species included, out of which 420 were of Georgian origin.

Also, a laboratory of Ampelography was organized ( Supervisor — Prof. M. Ramishvili), which was
soon developed as the center for investigation of vine gene fund. Besides, regional and local planting was
organized for the collection: in Sakara — more than 200, in Gudauta (Abkhazia) about 50, and in Achara —
40, Meskheti — about 30, and Mukhiani — more than 200.
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In 2003, on the Vashlijvari testing plot of the Research Institute of Viticulture and Winemaking
more than 350 of cultural and aboriginal vine species were planted (N. Chkhartishvili, N. Tsertsvadze)
which as envisaged by an international project of gene-plant protection, Rome.

Within the framework of the same project, 150 Georgian grapevine species were sent to the city
Goritsa to be studied by Georgian and Italian research partners. The project was carried out in close
cooperation with the University of Milan. Also, more than 300 species were planted during the same
period, which are now kept in the town of Kvareli private sector. ( L. Ujmajuridze). And about 150 species
are preserved on the territory of the winemaking plant, “Shumi” in Tsinandali.

A scientific interest towards ancient Georgian vine species starts from the first half of the 19"
century. The first short descriptions of a few Georgian vine species appear in Paris, in a multivolume
editions of Ampelography (1903-1910). In Georgian language the first descriptions were made by T.L.
Jorjadze (1876), E. Nakashidze, I. Tsinamzvrishvili, and other scientists. The great Georgian professor, the
founder of the first university in Thilisi, lvane Javakhishvili , carried out a significant work regarding
description, origin, names and allocation of Georgian species which is given in his book “The History of
Georgian Economy” (1934).

In 1938, for the first time, the text —book in Amphelography was published in Georgia by Simon
Kaukhchishvili. He also dedicated an interesting research to the history of grape vine species from King
Tamara’s epoch,(The 12 century) which keeps a leading place in industrial assortment till present.
These are: Saperavi, Rkatsiteli, Khikhvi, Mtsvane, Khevarduli which are mentioned in the historical annals
earlier, since the 5" century. The researches were continued by his pupils: M. Ramishvili, V. Kantaria, N.
chakhnashvili, D. Tabidze , and others. M. Ramishvili collected, described and published the book under
the title “ The vine species of Guria, Samegrelo and Achara”. In 1947, D Tabidze published “Kakhetian
Vine Species”, N. chakhnashvili published “Kartlis Vine Species”, R. Kikacheishvili wrote a book on
“Racha-Lechkhumi”. In 1960 an illustrative atlas “ Georgian Amphilography” was published by N.
Ketskhoveli, M. Ramishvili, and D. Tabidze, where 80 different Georgian vine species are described .

In 1983 and 1986 professor M. Ramishvili published the first text-book in Amphelography, and
his monography “The history of Georgian Vine and Winemaking”. One particular chapter in this book is
dedicated to description of the wild and half wild vine forms. He talks about more than 400 forms of vine
which were preserved in the testing plot.

In 1946-1970s, a soviet “Amphelography” was published in Russian language in Moscow. In the vol. 11
of the mentioned edition, Georgian scientists: M. Ramishvili, R. Ramishvili. D. Tabidze, N. Chakhnashvili
described 414 vine species.

In 1986-1996 , in the “Encyclopedia of Viticulture” edited in the city of Chisinau, more than 300
vine species are included. In 2004-2009, in a fundamental research “Eastern Amphelography”, published
in Italian language, 150 vine species are characterized. (N. Chkhartishvili, N. Tsertsvadze)

In 2012, “Caucasus and Black Sea Northern region Amhelography” was published in English
language (N. Chkhartishvili, N. Tsertsvadze. D. Maghradze), in which about 50 Georgian vine species were
described and illustrated. Both publications were awarded by the OIV- an International Organization of
Vine-making (Paris).

Nowadays, greater parts of the above-described collections are degraded and need to be
renewed. Some of the mentioned testing plots have stopped their existence ( e.g. in Abkhazia, Achara,
Samegrelo, Sakara, Agrarian University, Thilisi Vashlijvari). Also, Kartli Vazi — which is a unique collection
of gene-fund is under a serious threat. The given circumstance was responded by an outstanding person,
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well-known by its charity activities, former Prime Minister of Georgia — Bidzina Ivanishvili. In the result
of his initiative, and the researchers of the Research Institute of Viticulture and Wine-making, the Center
for production of healthy vine planting materials was organized in Mtskheta region, village Jighaura.
(director — Prof. Ujmajuridze, The consultant — Prof. N. Chkhartishvili) The Center also provides research
work, reproduction and conservation of the vine and fruit-trees’ gene-fund.

In 2009, a grapevine collection plot was set up, where there are about 450 Georgian vine brands
collected. (Each one is presented by 10-20 nurseries). And they are organized according to their
historical, ethnical and geographical places of dislocation. There are about 300 foreign species which are
registered according to their international status.

It is already identified that the majority of Georgian species reveal their potential when they
grow in the micro-zones to which they historically belong. Particularly, for Saperavi — it is the best to
grow in the following zones: Axaheni, Mukuzani, Kinzmarauli, located in Shida Kakheti; Xashmi — Gare
Kakheti, where high quality, naturally sweet and half-sweet wines are produced, such as Akhasheni,
Mukuzani, Kindzmarauli, and other. To produce white wine Rkatsiteli, a European style wine, the
following micro-zones - Tsinandali, Napareuli and Gurjaani are unique. One of the popular wine brands —
Mtsvane Kakhuri is producd from grapes grown in Gare Kakheti region — Manavi and Kakabeti micro-
zones. For Khikhvi — lkalto (Telavi) and Kardanaxi — Bakurtsikhe (Gurjaani) are the most appropriate
places. In Kartli region: the Ateni Valey and in Ksani Valey —Vaziani- Ksovrisi micro-zones are the best
places to grow vine for wine brands, such as, Chinuri and Goruli Mtsvane. As for Aleksandrouli and
Mujuretuli wine brands — they are grown in the following micro-zones of Ambrolauri region:
Khvanchkara, Sadmeli,Bostana, Chorjo. For Khvanchkara wine brand the bet location is Chorjo, but for
Usaxelauri — it is Zubi-Okureshi microzones which are incomparable for production of this brand.
Chkhaveri, it is produced from vine grown in Guria region , namely Askana, Bukistsikhe, and Kedi micro-
zones. To produce Ojaleshi wine brand — the best location is: Salkhino and Banza micro-zones.

Each of the Georgian grapevine species — is one monument of history. Georgian vine gene-fund
is protected by the Georgian Law on “Vine and Wine” adopted in 1998.

Wild grape and grapevine which became wild during a course of time have always
attracted the attention of the researchers of the field.

The scientific study of wild vine and the ones that went wild has been actively carried out
since the twenties of the 19" century.

On the second stage of the scientific study of vine gene-fund, which started in 1956, the
annual and comprehensive investigations, directed by Professor M. Ramishvili were dedicated to
the study of vine species which grew wild.

Since 1963, the field studies were conducted by the following researchers: D. Tabidze,
N. Tsertsvadze, Sh. Tsikvadze, and other participants under the supervision of M. Ramishvili.

On the first stage, wild vine species were identified and planted on the territory of the
Dighomi testing plot of the Research Institute of Viticulture and Winemaking. On the territory of
Vashlijvari experimental base some typical wild vines, namely, 40 examples of Usurvazi (
Krikina) were also planted.

Later, during the further studies, up to 400 wild forms of grapevine, and also those which
later became wild, were collected.

Genetic resources of fruits in Georgia

Ancient Gene-Fund. According to the Academician Vavilov’'s theory regarding the origin of
cultural plant development (1926), Caucasian- Asian center, including Georgia, is considered as the place
of birth of a number of plants, including: wheat, grapevine, fruit and other cultures, which is witnessed
by the existence of wide variety of species on this territory. Also, the existence of wide spectrum of wild
species and sub-species, as well as identified historical bonds between the different plant formations,
and the existence of transitional forms between cultural and wild species testifies the existed theories.

The Vavilov Theory is supported by a various archaeological materials, such as, ancient fossils
excavated on the territory of Georgia, also other materials and cultural monuments connected with the
development of viticulture and horticulture, as well as the process of domestication of vine and fruit
species on this territory since the period of BC.

One of the most significant findings, grape seeds, dating back to the six millennium BC was
found on the territory of Marneuli Region, Village Shulaveri, which, according to Prof. Ramishvili (2001),
is very near to a cultivated grapevine, Vitis vinifera ssp. sativa , and is placed at the top of the list
depicting the relics of the most ancient plants. Later, this list of systematization of ancient plants is
continued by L. Konstantini (Costantini et al. 2006) and other scientists who gave a continued history of
Georgian horticulture and viticulture and placed the country among the most ancient civilizations.

The local fruit species and their wild ancestors. Nowadays, we can consider the existence of
approximate varieties of local fruits, and even do not have the data about all of them. For example, only
a certain number of species and forms of fruit varieties are defined and fixed in “Georgian Horticulture”,
namely, apple — 160, pear — 169, peach — 124, plum — 54, prune — 30, sweet cherry — 30, cherry — 35,
strawberry — 11, raspberries — 19, and currants — 17.

The wild ancestors of those species are better identified for the fruit cultures in the result of
investigations and botanical studies carried out during a long period, though there is still a lot to study.
(Georgian flora, 1970-2012).

Protection of the species in collections. The first collections of species in Georgia dates back to
the 19" century, and among them was an Introductory and Acclimatization Garden in Sukhumi founded
in the first half of the 19" century (Kacharava, et.al. 1969). Later, in 1894, the Sukhumi testing plot
introduces different fruit species from other countries’ collections and starts the process of
experimentation. In the result many varieties were tested, namely, apple — 147, pear — 262, plum — 111,
peach — 143, sweet cherry — 22, cherry — 18, fig — 32, quince — 16 species.

In Georgia, the existence of wide variety of vine and fruit species was particularly impressive. For
example, in Sukhumi Collection Garden, set up in 1894, testing of 781 breeds of 8 different cultures
were held. In 1932, in Skra Testing Station, 792 breeds of 10 cultures were tested. By 1969, in Skra, there
were wide varieties, totally 863 breeds of different fruits, such as, apple, pear, plum , peach , sweet
cherry, cherry, and quince (Kacharava, et.al. 1969).

A rather significant collection of fruit breeds and species possessed Georgian Scientific Institute
of Viticulture and Horticulture in the 60-80s of the 20™ century; The same can be applied to the Agrarian
University of Georgia around the same period.

In the field collections, the protection and the study of the breeds to select the best ones for the
further implementation was carried out. Besides breed-study, the breeding grounds were for production
of initial materials of vine and fruit collection plants used by the selectionists. They possessed a wide
variety of breeds that determined the effectiveness of the selection work.

In the beginning if the 21% century, the process of restoration of the collections and breed-study
process started. Within the framework of the UN, FAO project: “Rehabilitation of Horticulture in
Georgia”, 2001-2002, different 80 breeds of fruit graft seedlings and of 40 different names of vegetative
root plants were developed.

Within the framework of the project: “Restoration, Protection and Sustainable Exploitation of
Georgian Agro-diversity” in Samtskhe Javakheti, Racha- Lechkhumi and Samegrelo- Zemo Svaneti regions
were found tens of different local breeds and forms of fruit, some part of which was planted in
Akhaltsikhe.

In 2007, in the Skra testing Station of the Research Institute of Viticulture and Horticulture, a
collection of local breeds were planted. (magradze, Mdinaradze, 2008). Since 2008, an initiative of
collecting of vine and fruit breeds by the “National Center for agro-vine and fruit planting material
production”, which was later transformed into the “Agricultural Scientific Center.” There 200 breeds and
11 root plants of 15 cultures were planted on the 15 hectares.

The description of the Breeds: One of the most important in identification and preservation of
local breeds of fruit is their detailed description. This process started in Georgia in the 19" century. One
of the most significant publications in this field is a two-volume, three-language publication “Georgian
Fruit” (1939, 1940), and another publication of Georgian Fruit in four volumes (1969, 1970, 1973, 1978),
which was accompanied by the colored photos, also a catalogue published in 2001 “Georgian Fruit”
(Khomezurashvili), and other editions.

The genetic-selective value and application of the local fruit species: In the result of the
scientific study and selection of the local resources in Georgia, 48 breeds of fruit have been
recommended for the cultivation. Among them are: apple — 4 species, pear — 1, quince -4, peach — 9,
sour plum (tkemali) -6, almond — 2, wall-nut — 10. ( Naskidashvili, et. Al. 1993).

The best species selected were included in different selection programs in Georgia and outside
the country, and they often appear as the parents of many successful new breeds.
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The selection programs are well-known in Georgia, carried out by E. Eristavi,

Tsertsvadze, Sh. Akhvlediani, V. Bestavashvili, V. Kvaliashvli, and other researchers.

According to inaccurate data, with the help of the local gene- fund, there has been cultivated

breeds ( Naskidashvili, et. Al. 1993).

Also, 58 new breeds were developed in former USSR republics with the participation of 10

Georgian breeds of peach. (Magradze, 2000).

Genetic resources subtropical crops in Georgia

Author: Vakhtang Goliadze, Head of Breeding Department, Institute of Tea, Subtropical
Crops and Tea Industry, Agricultural University of Georgia

Subtropical industry is one of the leading branches of Georgian agriculture and it plays an
important role in national industry.

It provides with valuable and necessary nutrient product basic materials for a number of leading
fields of industry.

Subtropical horticulture is considered to be a rather perspective field of Georgian agriculture. This
sector has long determined the peoples’ and the country’s revenues because the large part of the grown
product was exported. Subtropical cultures are widely spreaded in Georgia - mainly along the humid
Black Sea coastal area, and also in a dry eastern Georgian subtropical zone (Lagodekhi region).

Subtropical cultures can be classified according to their main purpose, industrial application and the
product obtained from them:

Technical- foodstuff —aromatic: tea, laurel leaf

Subtropical trees:

Cytrus (tangerine, orange, lemon, pomelo, fortunella and their rootstocks)

Nuts: (hazel nut, wall nut, pecan)
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- Actinide (Kiwi), feijoa, persimmons, figs, olives, cranberries, Laurocerasus officinalis Roem, chestnut,
asimina tribola.

Oily seeds - Aleurites cordata, Toxicodendron vernicifluum (Stockes) Manden, Sapindus
saponaria .

Essential oil — geranium, Ocimum basilicum, laurus nobilis, rose, jasmine, anisum, eucalyptus.
Oils - geranium plant, evgenolis basil, laurel, rose, jasmine mskhvilgvavila, gazanligis rose, star anise,
eucalyptus.

Technical woods - bamboo, Quercus suber, eucalyptus, tomentoza.

Leaf fiber - Boehmeria nivea, cannabis, Corchorus capsularis, linum, dracaena.

Medicinal herbs - aloe, agave, kidney tea, kalankhoa, oleander, passiflora, stevia, topinamburi,
cataranthus, hippophae.

Subtropical plants are devided into two groups according to the length of life of their leaves:
evergreen and deciduous.

Evergreens - citrus (tangerines, oranges, lemons, grapefruit, pompelmusi, oiu citrus, kumguat),
olives, tea, medlar, feijoa, cherry laurel, avocado.

Deciduous - other fruit trees - nuts (hazelnuts, nuts (walnuts), Pecan, zibolda), kiwi, persimmons,
figs, cranberries, chestnut, asimina.

According to fruit seeds subtropical fruits are divided into different groups:

Juicy fruit seeds — with soft seeds - citrus (tangerines, oranges, lemons, grapefruit, pompelmusi, oiu citrus,
fortunella), olives, tea, figs, kiwi, feijoa, persimmon.

- Hard seeds - nuts (hazelnuts, nuts (walnuts), Pecan, zibolda), pistachio nuts, almonds, chestnuts.

- Juicy seeds - pomegranate.

Subtropical cultures of great public importance. Tea contains aromatic substances, caffeine,
extractive substances, vitamins, they have medicinal value and the country's economy is one of the main
sources of income.

Subtropical fruit crops with its taste, flavor and high nutritional value. They are used in the form
of fresh fruit, dried (dried fruit), as well as the best raw material for canning and confectionery industry.
The fruits are made of natural juices, concentrates, jams, fruit candy, technical oil, pectin and citric acid,
and the flowers, young shoots and bark of the fruit used in the manufacture of scented essential oils. In
particular orange, and it is made from the leaves and blossoms bigaradias more precious essential oil -
petit grain and neroli, which is an indispensable raw material in perfumery and confectionery industry.
Citruses are among one of the first places for their benefit, medicinal and flavoring qualities. Fruits and
berries are of great importance in human nutrition. They are rich in carbohydrates, especially easy
digestive sugars, nitrogenous compounds, proteins, organic acids, vitamins, trace elements and other
substances.

Rich in oils are pecan, nuts, almonds, pistachios, olives.

Aleurites Montana - valuable industrial crop, the fruit of which is used to prepare oils which is
highly used in industry.

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Genetic resources of wheat in Georgia

Georgia has high levels of biodiversity. Wheat is one of the most important crops grown
in country. According to monographic study of wheat widespread in Georgia it has been
identified the unique composition of species with their qualitative and agronomic characteristics.

Georgian wheat (Triticum) was botanically differentiated and it have been cultivated from
ancient times, from neoliths period, Distinguished by its suitability to intensive cultivation, high
production and good digestibility. Wheat is one of the most important food grain crops of
Georgia. It is also obvious from archeological researches. There have been identified 16 cultural
species of wheat in Georgia (T. eredvianum, T. monococcum, T. dicoccum, T. timopheevii, T.
georgicum, T. carthlicum, T. durum, T. dicoccum, T. polonicum, T. turanicum , T. aestivum, T.
compactum, T. spelta, T. macha) , out of which 4 species are endemic to the area: Triticum
makha, Tr. timopheevii, Tr. zhukovski, and Tr. georgicum. The Georgian wheat have been
widely used in breeding of wheat as they represent rich sources of genes conferring resistance to
diseases and drought. e.g. tr. timopheevii, is a known source of resistance for scab and rusts,
which have been incorporated into some improved varieties. Wheat variety T. carthlicum is
cosmopolite and have passed beyond country borders. Apart from broad scope of varieties it was
discovered and described 152 varieties, indigenous species (more than 100) a great diversity.

Such a multitude of species of wheat, existing of wild ancestors and rich diversity enables
us to conclude that Georgia is one of the most important places of wheat origin.

Thus, on the base of comprehensive experimental material it has been determined that
Georgia is one of the breeding centers of the origin of cultivated wheat. Wheat variety -
Triticum L. is distinguished with its high quality characteristics, with high level of endemism and
polymorphism.

Genetic resources of vegetables in Georgia

Seventy different species of vegetables are currently produced in Georgia, but some
number out of those species are produced in limited amount.

About 1 200 different types of plants in the world are defined as vegetables and they
are united in 78 families. Half of this number is a cultural species, but others grow wild.

The vegetables are classified according to the following common characteristics:
similar botanical nature, adaptability to the environment, cultivation characteristics,
production and consumption. They are infected with the similar diseases and ganayopiereba
fecundate each —other through pollination. That’s why this similarity and close elation
between the species is the basis for seed-production, seed-rotation, fight against pests and

weeds, organization of production and other measures.
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The vegetables existed on the territory of Georgia belong to different botanical
families. They differ from each other by their: botanical characteristics, technology of
growing and cultivation, and methods of utilization.

According to their use for food, the reproductive organs of vegetables are of different
types and they are divided into the following groups:

Fruit cultures united in this group the young fruit of which can be eaten, for example,
cucumber, marrow, patison, aubergine/eggplant, bean, legumes, sweet corn.

Ripened fruit: tomato, watermelon, melon, pumpkin.

Broad leaf and stock- broadleaved vegetables: leafy and head cabbage, leafy beetroot -
mangold, lettuce, spinach, leafy parsley and parsnip, leafy mustard, perennial onion.

Onion-type: onion, garlic, leek;

Root vegetables: carot, table beetroot, black turnip, boloki, Pasternak, mitsamxala,
turnepsi, root parceley, parsnip.

Rooty: mustard.

Tubrous plants: early potato and batati.

The diversity of the genetic resources of Georgia provides sustainable basis for food
security and agricultural production in the country.

Georgian endemic species of wheat, grapes and wine, livestock and animals indigenous
Georgian varieties, traditions and customs of the oldest extant - still exists and must be
maintained. The slogan "Protection of biodiversity is the key to sustainable development™ - is
gaining special importance in a country like Georgia. That is why we must not allow agriculture,
pulled out of context, to discuss only as economic sector. It must be understood as part of the
nation's cultural heritage.

On the stage of modern globalization of human development, special ettention is given to
protect biodiversity of plant genetic resources, as biodiversity have become as a basis for
sustainable development. It is very important for us to maintain sustainable rich biodiversity of
Georgia within the conditions of ex-situ , as the scientific and technical progress in the form of
breeding varieties and hybrids have increased threats for ruining of biodiversity. This issue is
important, first of all for the countries of origin of cultivated plants belonging to the primary and
secondary areas. Georgia is part of the West Asian center of origin of the cultural plants. West
Asia is considered as a major center of domestication of barley, wheat, pea, lentil, clever, vetch
and Georgia is concidered as one of the oldest centers of wheat origin, which is evidenced by the
historical sources. It was idntified that in Georgia, it was existed in in-situ conditions 14
cultural species of wheat, including 5 endemic, 144 varieties and 150 landraces (3). Local forms
of crops diversity in the in-situ conditions were maintained in the 60-ies. But the situation
changed significantly from the 70-ies. It goes to biodiversity reduction, in 2001, the International
organization ICARDA carried out the study where they identified that wheat, barley, millet are
genetically very eroded, erosion also started in food legume plants but the important part of them
is still preserved. Corn and beans are in a better condition, which are represented in a large
varieties in in-situ.

Considering the above, ex- situ conservation is especially important for protection of
agrobiodiversity as in - situ conservation cannot guarantee survival of the plants. Besides, the ex-
situ conservation, if properly organized, provides scientists with easier access to agrobiodiversity.

The Georgian flora is rich in economically important plant species. Georgia is part of the
West Asian center of origin of the cultural plants. West Asia is considered as a major center of
domestication of barley, wheat, pea, lentil, vetch, grapevine and numerous fruit trees.

Many of the endemic leguminous crops such as peas, beans, alfalfa, sainfoin, clover.
Accprding to L. Dekaprelevich studies Georgian endemic plants are chickpeas, lentils and hub.
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For two centuries, the grain seeds of legumes (beans, chickpeas, lentils) were replaced by the
culture of beans imported from America and Asia. In order to restore the forgotten crops have
begun to cooperate with international organization (ICARDA) and they sponsored expeditions in
different regions. Following specialists are working for studing of Genetic resources in different
regions: Acad. G. Aleksidze, Acad. A. Korakhashvili, Dr. N. Kakabadze, P. Vacheishvili.
Masters: A. Gulbani, A. Devidze, H. Akhaladze. They have collected different variety of legum
crops, about 1000 samples which are currently protected by the Georgian Agricultural University
genbank.

Genetic resources of technical crops in Georgia

Technical cultures belong to the group of cultures which provide raw materials for
different branches of industry, such as, food, perfume production, pharmaceutical, and light
industry. The named group includes different types of plants: oily, sugary, starchy, and
medicinal.

Some of these cultures have a dual use, for example cotton, flax, and hemp, which
besides fibers include oil. Also other technical cultures, namely sun flower, cotton, oil flax,
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sugar cane, potato and others provide by-product besides basic ones after recycling, e.g.
cotton-cake, oil-cake, and other by-products which are widely used as nutriments in cattle
breeding, as fertilizers, and for other purposes.

In Georgia, the following cultures are cultivated: sugar cane, rose geranium,
evgenolium basil, potato, sunflower and comparatively small quantity of tobacco. Sugar cane
has been grown in Georgia since 1931, when sugar producing plant in Agara was launched.
The favorite climate conditions for sugar cane is in Eastern Georgia, particularly in the
middle Kartli, such as, Khashuri, Kareli, Gori, and Kaspi regions.

Tobacco used to be one of the important agricultural products among technical
cultures. Tobacco industry was developed in western Georgian regions - Abkhazia and
Achara, and in the eastern regions - Lagodekhi and Marneuli.

Essential-oil cultures were widely spread in Abkhazia, Senaki, Abasha, Telavi, Kvareli,

Lagodekhi, and Marneuli regions.

Feed cereals and their genetic resources in Georgia

Author: I. Sarjveladze, Doctor of Agricultural Sciences

Georgian natural arable lands cover almost all kinds of botanical plants. It
should be noted that out of all the vascular species, legumes and cereals distributed
in Georgia 600 are endemic to the country. Among these plants we can find some
very precious, having high nutritional value, as well as weeds and poisonous
grasses. The diversity of the climate and the rich soils supported a great variability

of crop production.
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The most extensive characterization of the distribution of plants and their
agricultural features allows us to study and better evaluate grasses and identify
better system for improving arable land and adoption of effective measures against
pests and diseases.

Following groups may be found in most of the arable and permanent crop
areas: cereals - (cereal) family; Legumes - legumes family; forage crops, and some
other genera are widely spread in the meadows and pastures of Georgia.
Obviously, each of these groups unite different plants, mostly of different
nutritional value and economic importance, and sometimes poisonous or harmful
for animals.

A variety of crops, such as cereals, legumes, chickpea, lentil, flax and others
have been cultivated in Georgia from ancient time and their nutritional value
studied by the researchers is highly distinguished. They have direct economic

importance for food, forage and fodder.

Crop Wild Relatives of Georgia

The crop wild relatives (CWR) are taxa related to species of direct socio-economic
importance, which includes the progenitors of crops. According to modern concept of wild
relatives, under CWR we should understand all species related to any cultivated plants.

Although, “classical” definition of CWRs is restricted only to species related to cultivated crops
in  Georgia, including such important field crops as wheat (Triticumspp.), barley
(Hordeumvulgare), rye (Secalecereale), oats (Avena sativa), sorghum (Sorghum halepense),
proso (Panicum spp.), foxtail millet (Setaria spp.), grain legumes such as Cicer,Lens, Lathyrus,
Pisum, Vicia,and some vegetables and fruit crops.

The Caucasus is hotspot about 6,400 plant species, more than 1,600 endemic species (25
%) of which are restricted to the region. The flora of the Caucasus region includes many ancient
species, and many forms are still dominant or co-dominant in the hotspot's plant communities.
The region also harbors a remarkable concentration of economically important plants,
particularly wild crop relatives such as wheat, rye and barley, as well as legumes and technical
plants like flax. CWRs list here includes 559 plant species (Table 1).

N. I. Vavilov in his work (1992) determines 8 centers of crop origin and diversity. Among
them is the 4th center which includes South Caucasus, Asia Minor, Iran and Turkmenistan. The
main crops domesticated in this center are wheat, rye, oats, seed and forage legumes, fruits,
etc., some 83 species. The importance of CWRs in their ability to exchange genes with the crops
was first emphasized by N.I. Vavilov. It is evident that natural crosses between crops and their
wild relatives have occurred since the beginnings of agriculture. Human has used CWRs
germplasm to improve production and food quality of cultivars originated previously due to
domestication of crop ancestor species. CWRs have already made substantial contributions to
improving food production through the useful genes that they contribute to new crop varieties.
They have provided resistance to pests and diseases in a wide range of crops. The genes that
come from CWRs and other wild plants make a direct contribution to increased human
wellbeing through improving agricultural production and maintaining sustainable
agroecosystems. Therefore, the effective conservation and sustainable use of CWRs and all wild
plants are essential elements for increasing food security, eliminating poverty and maintaining a
healthy environment.
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The natural populations of many species of CWRs are increasingly at risk. The primary
causes of diversity loss of wild plant species are habitat loss, degradation and fragmentation.
Many cereal CWRs, including wild wheat and millet species, occur in arid or semi-arid lands and
are severely affected by over-grazing and desertification. Climate change is having significant
impacts of species distributions and survival in a concrete habitat. One of the most important
threats to the diversity of CWRs are genetic erosion and pollution. The threat of genetic
pollution or introgression, either from genetically modified organisms (GMOs) or from
conventionally bred crops, to wild species has become an increasing risk to the in situ genetic
conservation of crop wild relatives. Another problem is that many species of important CWRs
occur in centers of plant diversity and crop diversity located mainly in developing countries,
which often lack resources to invest in the necessary conservation activities. South Caucasus
and Georgia in particular is the center of origin and diversity of many of the world’s important
crop plants. There are several germplasm of CWRs is very valuable material for improvement of
crop quality and their resistance against fungal and microbial disease, it will be of interest to
collect their seed material and distribute to genbanks, which will contribute to provide
necessary germplasm to research centers dealing with the genetic engineering.

Although, additional resources are urgently needed in such areas of high diversity to
identify priority species for conservation, determine the necessary conservation activities,
monitor the status of key species, improve the use of these valuable resources. The best way to
preserve genetic diversity of genetically valuable plants is creation of nature reserves.lt thus
makes sense to protect and make use of wild relatives, but in many places the habitats that
support them are under threat. Mountains, with their fragile ecosystems so easily disrupted by
overexploitation, are among the most endangered. The five partner countries, however, have
more than mountains in common. They are also all rich in plant diversity, and have pledged to
protect it under the terms of the Convention on Biological Diversity.

Genetic resources of agricultural animals, poultry, fish and
others of Georgia

Author: A. Giorgadze, Doctor of agriculture, Georgian academy of agricultural sciences

Livestock rising in Georgia takes place from ancient times. It is known that Georgia is
among those countries which first domesticated cattle.

There are no Georgian breeders names saved from the history of livestock, but we can
prove considering their precious qualities, that such famous ancestors who created Phazisi,
Gelati, Ikalto and Gramy academies, they should have known breeding features: selection,
breeding and crossing. The clear example is a selecting breed of Tusheti sheep form Eastern
Georgia Caucasus mountains, this breed combines best features of tree centuries.

Old Greek philosopher Aristotle in IV century BC wrote about Georgian cattle that
although they are very small, they can give a lot of fatty milk. Where the river Rioni flows there
are very small cows giving high quality plenty of milk. Aristotle's saying was discussed buy both
foreign and national scientists (Swiss scientist |. Diuresti, 1936), Georgian scientists: I.

245



Berdzenishvili, 1. Javakhishvili and S. Janashia, 1951), they wrote that the Greek philosopher's
mentioned a little, but a lot of milk giving dairy cows are still preserved in Khevsureti region. In
the same century there are notes in Xenophon writings where there is mentioned Georgian
beekeeping traditions.

Georgia is a country rich in animals and poultry of the local, indigenous and cultural
varieties, today there remains very small number of livestock breeds (particularly within the local
population), which may be as the basement for their restoration and gene pool preservation with
their unique characteristics.

There are known following horse breeds: Tushetian, Megrelian, Javakhetian horse;
Livestock: The Caucasian nut-brown sort of cow (Khevsuretian, Pshavi and Osetian) Megrelian
red, Georgian buffalo; Georgian sheep, Imereti sheep, Tusheti sheep, The main sort of the rough
wool sheep is Tusheti sheep, Caucasian half mild wool sort rams, Megrelian goat. Among
poultries there are known Straw-coloured hens, Megrula hens, Keltitvela, Georgian straw-colored
turkey, Javakheti goose is originated from the wild gray goose, which dwells in the areas of
Javakheti, Kolkheti pheasant. Pig breeds: Kakheti and Svaneti pigs, Georgian bee selection,
harness horse and donkeys. In Georgia the following fish are extended: Black Sea (Kolkheti)
sturgeon, Atlantic sturgeon, Black sea salmon, Rainbow trout, Sheat-fish. Silk worms: Thilisuri,
Iveria, Georgian, Mziuri-1, Mziuri-2, Digomi, Tao-1.

All these above listed species have its own peculiarities and are characterized by unique

features.
